The representatives of the civil society were presented for sustain the amendment proposed by UDMR Senator Eckstein Kovacs Peter:

Art.6 – (61) It is forbidden to hand in the candidates list for the local and county council from the parties, electoral alliances and national minority’s organization, where on three consecutive places are candidates of the same sex.

This initiative is the result of the meetings that took place starting with 12th of February 2004 between the representatives of the parliamentary political parties and NGOs for establishing a common action plan for introduction of the electoral quotation like measures of positive discrimination for women at this year election.
