CPE – Center for Partnership and Equality launch the „Be European: Get Involved in the Community Problems” Project - civic education project for eqaul opportunitties for highschools pupils, financed with 77.495 Euro by the European Union through the PHARE Program for Civil Society and by Open Society Foundation Romania through CPE.
The project will be implemented by CPE in partnership with Bucharest School Inspectorate and aims to develop capacities for promoting and involving in civic education activities for the equality of chances of over 1200 pupils and 50 teachers from 15 highschols (from Timisoara and Constanta districts, and Bucharest).

The main objective of the project is increasing of the highschools teachers abilities for civic education from the erspective of european integration, development of pupils practices and attitudes in the spirit of equal treatment and chances for girls and boys, women and men and increasing of the pilot highschools capacities for develop civic education activities.

„Through this project we’ll involve the teenagres in solving the community problems founded on different forms of women rights violation: discriminatory treatment, domestic violence and trafficking in women. The teenagers will initiate fundrasing campaings and lobby activities, promotion of women rights and voluntary work in local NGOs”, said Alina Chiriac, program manager.

The project results will be diseminated in July, at two National Forums, and the participants will became resource persons for results replication at national level.
