Center for Partnership and Equality – CPE launches „Ambassadors of Europe” Project, for the Moldavia area teenagers. The project is financed with 30.250 Euro by the European Union through Phare for Micro-Projects Program – Europe Fund and co-financed by CPE with 7.760 Euro with fund received from Open Society Foundation Romania.

The project will be implemented by CPE in six cities from Moldavia area and aims to transmit to the teenagers the reality from the European Union member and candidate countries regarding the women and men situation on the labor market, life style peculiarities and the education influence on their behavior.

„The women and men status is different in many areas, in Europe. This thing determines many of us to think and to act giving to a person a place and a role starting from the sex criteria. The project team aims is to present to the teenagers situations that gave birth to such discriminations and to teach them how to combat them”, said Alina Chiriac, CPE program manager.

The project objectives will be accomplished by implicated 120 teenagers who will act like „ambassadors of Europe”. They will develop information campaigns for their community members.

The project is important for the teenagers and prepares them for a better and quick adaptation to the new context generated by the Romania integration into the European Union, contribute at the diminishing of the gender discrimination cases manifested in different situations in the public and private life.
