The project will be implemeted by CPE in partnership with National Association of Citizens Advice Bureau and aims to develop the Citizens Advice Bureau capacity to offer services that will integrate the principles of the equal opportunities for women and men.
The main objectives of the project are the integration of the information and good practices regarding equal oportunities for women and men in the information and couselling for citizens activities and the developing of the competences and the work skills of the people who offer information and counseling to the citizens.

The estimated results of the project is the increasing of the Citizens Advice Bureau counselors knowledge rank, regarding the legal stipulations and good practices in the equal opporttunities area, that will improve teh citizens information and counseling.
CPE is committed to mainstreaming the principle of equal opportunities for women and men into the public policies and associated practices, as an integral part of democratization and the creation of an open society, in order to re-define the status and improve the condition of women in Romania.

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The European Union supports Romania with expertise and financial resources in view of accession preparation, through three specific programmes: Phare, Ispa and Sapard. The beneficiary sectors vary from regional development and SME support, to investments in transport and environmental infrastructure and rural development.
