The specific objectives:

- To strengthen the capacity of Romanian NGOs to mainstream gender in their programs and projects;

- To establish an informal network of NGOs able to advocate and lobby public administration institutions for gender mainstreaming in policy development and implementation.  

“The project aims to improve the third sector’s capacity to apply an monitor gender mainstreaming into all societal sectors, creating an informal network of NGOs to facilitate the exchange of information and knowledge and to promote best practices of gender mainstreaming”, said Cristina Vaileanu, Program Manager, CPE.

The main results of the project are: creation of a guide book and a web site as working instruments in gender mainstreaming for Romanian NGOs and public administration, and organization and delivery of gender mainstreaming training to 65 representatives of Romanian NGOs.
Than project will be implemented with three local partner organizations: Euroregional Center for Democracy, Timisoara, Resource Center for Roma Communities, Cluj-Napoca and ProWomen Foundation, Iasi.
CPE is committed to mainstreaming the principle of equal opportunities for women and men into the public policies and associated practices, as an integral part of democratization and the creation of an open society, in order to re-define the status and improve the condition of women in Romania.
